FINDINGS

Although the interdisciplinary studies of literacy express a theoretical approach and
a method to understand the research topics of this field, first of all, it is based on an
understanding of the subject and an interpretation of reality, which has created the
requirement for the presence of integrated literacy approaches. From this point,
human experiences cannot be reduced to a specific dimension, rather any
knowledge or related experience is a complex and multidimensional phenomenon
consisting of aspects, characteristics, roots and multiple functions that usually go
beyond the limited forms of theoretical and methodological perspectives.

Various perspectives that have studied the issue and nature of writing and text in
an interdisciplinary approach explain it as a political, social, mental, physical, and
linguistic action. According to Kress, in the new medium, the text has replaced the
image and the screen has replaced the monitor. This replacement has created a
tremendous transformation in the nature and way of understanding literacy and the
related meanings and its effects. However, "language-as-speech” is still the most
important mode of communication, while "language-as-writing" has increasingly
become "language-as-image" in many fields of public communication.

CONCLUSION

It can be said that academic writing has traditionally been defined as the most
reliable form of presenting and embodying knowledge. In such a way that the myth
of writing is not only on the world of knowledge, but even in the classification of
human history (writing and non-writing societies) and the stratification of society
(literate and illiterate) and human values (educated and cultured people of the
book) and even in the classification of religions (people of the book and other
religions) has played a key role. Writing and meaning creation, whether from an
academic point of view or otherwise, have always been a multi-mode and multi-
contextual process, which has generally been ignored by focusing on grammatical
and linear models.

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marriage with their husbands was 9 years. According to the findings, the average
age of women who had an abortion (fraudulently) was 29 years. Employment and
education of women's parents: Most of the fathers of pregnant women were
employed as laborers, peddlers, and service workers and had low incomes. As for
the mothers, all the women's mothers were housewives and had no source of
income. Regarding education, most women's mothers and fathers had primary
education and their mothers had less education than their fathers.

CONCLUSION

The results of the research show that fraudsters are familiar with legal weaknesses
and loopholes in this area and by abusing it, as well as by resorting to trickery and
fraud and exploiting non-Iranian or poor families and by resorting to forgery and
preparing birth certificates with fake identities, using people in government
agencies and insurance companies collect huge sums of money. Migration is a
harmful factor in insurance fraud and the problems caused by migration from
villages and small towns to Tehran and subordinate cities, in all these types of
families, double their other problems and have become the basis for them to
commit crimes. In the studied cases, most of the women's paternal families had low
economic and social levels, and fraudsters often belonged to the lower social strata,
where the experience of restriction and pressure was one of the coordinates of their
family and parental life in the stages before marriage.

NOVELTY

We are glad to have an opportunity to carry out the research on this subject which
itself was an uphill task. Abortion fraud was a little known thing in the society but it
has become a growing trend now. This paper will help not only insurance
companies and law enforcement agencies take some of those cases seriously to
account but it will also help people remain vigilant to fraudsters with such intent.
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not directly related to the topic of the article, but they show that economic
insecurity such as unemployment of the spouse, not having enough income and
inflation and unwanted pregnancy, rejection and withdrawal of the family from
relatives and acquaintances have caused some women to have an abortion
(fraudulently).

METHODOLOGY

The research is based on thematic analysis and the data collection method, in
addition to reading and analyzing the content of of 15 files on the subject, semi-
structured interviews in a targeted way until data saturation with 58 people in three
ranges including; Fraudster women (15 people), accomplices (16 people) and
experts and traffic officers (27 people). The effort was to understand and discover
the meaning of an act (abortion fraud) in a specific social context through rereading
the cases as well as the aforementioned interviews. The number of interviews was 60
(for a total duration of 51 hours), which were conducted with women fraudsters
and their colleagues in police stations and detention centers, and experts and traffic
officers during their service and rest periods. The information obtained in the
descriptive findings is basically completed from within the court cases and
corresponding to the interviews. In this research, validity and reliability have been
done by emphasizing what Marshall and Rossman (1998) had said. Therefore,
validity is external one (acquiring accurate information, member controls, and
researcher's theoretical orientations).

FINDINGS

Some demographic characteristics of the studied women are as follows: Women's
education, the highest level was post-diploma and the lowest was Iilliterate.
According to the findings, the largest number of defendants with 10% had a post-
graduate degree and 60% had diplomas and illiterate, elementary school each
accounted to 10%. The status of women workers: 50 percent of the arrested female
criminals were housewives, 20 percent were employed in the market, 10 percent
were secretaries of doctors or companies, and the remaining 10 percent were in
service jobs such as cleaners, etc. Place of birth and residence of criminals: nearly
77% of the female criminals studied in this research were born in different cities,
including Karaj, Varamin, Islamshahr, Qom, Kermanshah. Regarding the place of
residence, nearly 30% of them lived in Tehran and 70% in other cities of Tehran
province. Also, about two-thirds of the families involved in abortion fraud cases
were immigrants. Age of marriage, duration and frequency of marriage: In this
study, the lowest age of marriage among women was 25 years and the highest was
35 years. The average age of women was 29.5 years. 75% had their first marriage and
the remaining 25% had their second marriage. The minimum period of marriage
life was one year and the maximum period was 8 years. The average duration of
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INTRODUCTION

Fraud is one of the crimes against property, during which the fraudster steals
property of others (Mir Mohammad Sadeghi, 1999, 11). Insurance fraud is one of
the types of fraud and refers to a situation in which fraudsters make false complaints
about an insurance company by resorting to actions and try to gain financial
benefit. One of the most common cases in this regard is the occurrence of fraud in
the form of a fake car accident, which has caused considerable damage to insurance
companies in the last few decades. Although the statistics in this regard are not
available to some extent, however, the available evidence shows that the number of
this type of fraud has increased over the past years compared to the previous years.

One of the new, rare and perhaps strange types of scams is the ones that
specifically take advantage of women. Reports (in cities such as Isfahan, Qom and
Tehran) of women defrauding the insurance company, during which pregnant
women by designing a fake driving accident and throwing themselves in front of the
cars, or due to the car hitting an obstacle or another car and the aftermath taking a
sudden brake pretended to injure or kill their fetus and received huge sums of
money from insurance companies (according to the cases revealed by intelligence
police). This phenomenon has increased in the last few years and according to
statements of insurance officials, it has become a serious issue and has created many
problems for companies and police.

The basic question of this research is that what are the most important causes
and meanings of fake accidents and abortion-type fraud from insurance companies
in the eyes of the subjects and how they should be analyzed?

PURPOSE

Abortion fraud: In an operational definition, it can be said that it consists of
receiving fees caused by the death of the fetus, which fraudsters pretend to have
happened unintentionally and in a car accident by someone else by resorting to
trickery, and fraudulent methods.

Fake accidents: In an operational definition, it can be said that it consists of car
accidents that are planned in advance and lead to injury or damage, and the purpose
of which is to defraud insurance companies or the owner of the car.

Saidi Aqilabadi and Sehat and Salehi (2017) regarding frauds related to a third
party insurance conclude that in recent years due to the growth in insurance, it is
necessary to identify influencing factors on the decisions that deal with the falsity of
a damage claim. It has been transformed. Akbari and Ramzanian, Ghasemi Shams
and Rasouli (2008) and Hassan Shahi (2008) in their research results came to the
conclusion that customer dissatisfaction with the payment of damages increases the
scope of all types of fraud. The findings of Razaghi Nasrabad and Senjari (2016) are
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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this study is to provide a sociological analysis of abortion occurrences with the
aim of investigating factors cited by insurance companies about pregnant women. A qualitative
research method has been used to gather field information and its tools are based on
documents and files of interviews conducted with a number of women swindlers and their
accomplices as well as experts and traffic police. The statistical population is 138 files of related
documents, of which 15 were selected by a simple random sampling. There are also 58 women
swindlers, gang associates, experts and traffic police officers who were purposefully selected to
saturate the data and in-depth semi-structured interviews were conducted with them. Validity
and reliability were obtained based on the views of Marshall and Rasuman (1998). Due to the
quality of the work, the analysis method was performed simultaneously with data collection,
open and axial coding and compression by designing basic and mediating themes and then the
main themes by using Max Qioda software. The results showed that individual, family, social,
economiic, political and cultural aspects are influential and motivating factors for criminals, but
the most important can be economic and poverty. Also, fraudsters, by knowing and exploiting
the weaknesses and legal gaps and sometimes using non-Iranians (Afghans), poor families,
forged and prepared identity cards and obtained them through responsible people and
infiltrating government agencies and insurance companies.
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CONCLUSION

Measuring the architectural creativity with an interdisciplinary approach is to use
different sciences to reach an integrated knowledge in order to measure the novelty
of the solutions provided by architecture to meet different human needs. Finally, the
important point is that human needs vary according to different cultural, religious
and economic characteristics, and architectural creativity cannot be analyzed and
calculated independent from humans. In other words, to achieve creativity in
architecture, human life should be known with all its details, and along with
familiarizing with the real and basic human needs and desires. Creativity that
responds within the framework of human needs and taking into account the culture
of society and the subtleties of human life, will not only be easily understood and
accepted by the audience, but will lead to an architecture that nurtures and
actualizes human talents and elevates the life.

NOVELTY
The innovation of this research can be summarized in 3 general parts:

1) Introducing a model for measuring architectural creativity by considering
human needs from the environment and the sum of socio-cultural factors and the
design context.

2) Introducing a model for measuring architectural creativity that finally
provides a comparable quantitative and numerical output. While the previous
models were only enough to detect the level of creativity, low or high.

3) Introducing a model for measuring architectural creativity that has the ability
to measure the creativity of a building in the initial design stage and before
construction.
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Here, we need to use sciences related to each domain, which ultimately play a
role in the form of an integrated knowledge with the aim of evaluating the utility of
architecture or the degree of human satisfaction. We determine the degree of
satisfaction with the architecture in response to each of the 4 groups with a score
from 0 to 1. 0 for the case where the architecture has not any attention in
responding to that need and 1 for the case where the said need is fully satisfied.
Finally, by calculating the average score obtained for each group’s needs, we get the
total usefulness score of the building.

In the next step, we have to evaluate the innovation of architecturr. For this
purpose, we use the SAPHIRE model, according to which, in each stage of
innovation, the solution provided is compared with existing buildings. We compare
at 7 levels, the way of performance, input and energy, technology, parts and
materials, and a score as give in the following diagram.

The environment that surrounds a person directly or indirectly affects all aspects of
his life, and the way of life of a person is directly affected by architecture. Therefore,
the architect is basically the designer of life through the building, and the subject of
architecture, in this sense, is the quality of human life, which is realized through the
building. With these interpretations, architecture is interdisciplinary in nature that
takes its theoretical and research approaches from a wide range of fields. In the
same way, the architectural creativity is also considered an interdisciplinary topic,
because any innovation in human living space is impossible without referring to
other sciences and fields. Knowing that architecture and architectural creativity are
interdisciplinary, in measuring and evaluating it, we are bound to present an
interdisciplinary and comprehensive model encompassing all aspects of human life.

PURPOSE

Presenting a precise and interdisciplinary method for measuring architectural
creativity, in addition to determining a systematic mechanism for identifying the
creativity of buildings, makes it possible to measure the creativity of an architecture
before its construction and implementation. Also, it provides an opportunity for
designers and builders before spending time and money on construction, to
upgrade the creative components. Thus, the main purposes of this research are to
explain the characteristics of architectural creativity from an interdisciplinary
perspective and provide a model for measuring that creativity.

METHODOLOGY

This research uses logical reasoning strategy. In this method, the creation of a
logical order in previously scattered materials is dealt with, and its main purpose is
the formation of mental logical systems, which, if systematized, reveal the
connection of previously unknown or inappropriate factors. In brief, its goal is to
achieve theories that transfer concepts from a theoretical approach to architecture.
The method of collecting information is based on library and document studies.
After knowing the concepts and components of architectural creativity and
establishing a logical connection between these components, it was attempted to
construct logical propositions and explain the relationship between them in order to
provide an interdisciplinary model for evaluating the architectural creativity.

Based on the research findings, creativity can be summarized as (innovation x
usefulness). If we consider the mission of architecture to create a suitable
environment for human life, then the usefulness of architecture becomes
meaningful for all human needs that can be classified into 4 categories: Physical
needs, Mental needs, Social needs and, Spiritual needs.
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ABSTRACT

Architecture, as a knowledge that provides a suitable space for human life, is so intertwined
with the various dimensions of human existence that any creativity in it due to its vastness and
complexity, inevitably pay attention to a wide range of disciplines and fields of knowledge.
Thus, creativity in architecture is inherently an interdisciplinary category, and any analysis and
evaluation will be inefficient and ineffective without considering this feature. This descriptive-
analytical research aims to provide an interdisciplinary model for measuring the architectural
creativity using the logical reasoning process. According to its findings, measuring the creativity
of architecture with an interdisciplinary approach is the application of different sciences to
achieve an integrated knowledge in order to evaluate the novelty of solutions offered by
architecture to meet different human needs to live in that space.

In the next stage, architectural innovation is evaluated to
meet these needs in a 7-step range of materials used (minimum innovation) to create a new
function (maximum innovation).

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CONCLUSION

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socialized approach. This feature instills the idea that entrepreneurs are
independent and self-sufficient. The definition of the concept of economic activity,
as an action performed by entrepreneurs and originating from autonomous and
self-sufficient factors, has been criticized by sociologists. Sociologists, implicitly or
explicitly, reject the existence of this economic man and adopt an approach that is
called over-socialized perception. In this perception, "fully social actors are
depicted" and agreed norms are completely dictated to them. In other words, this
approach is based on the idea that "individuals will be [highly] sensitive to the
opinions of others and hence obey the developed orders, norms, and agreed-upon
values that are internalized through socialization." This position is exactly the
opposite of the less social approach, i.e. the more social approach.

Regardless of the neglect and reductionism of both sciences (economics and
sociology) to the issue of entrepreneurship, the views of these two are
fundamentally different, and this makes the development of an integrated and
comprehensive approach to entrepreneurship research. It makes it impossible and
difficult. Therefore, in this part of the article, an attempt will be made to go beyond
the dual perception of economists' less than social limit and sociologists' perception
of more than social limit, to present the theoretical approach of new economic
sociology to the problem of entrepreneurship.

Based on this approach, entrepreneurship is embedded in the social context, in
such a way that it is limited and restrained by the position of people in a social
network, and the entrepreneur depends on the information and resources provided
by social networks. This embeddedness, which is known as the nature, depth, and
extent of individual connections with the context, is mentioned in many types of
research as a regulatory element of the overall business process. Assuming that
entrepreneurship is creating or extracting a value from the context, imprinting or
being imprinted should affect the entrepreneurial process. Embeddedness provides
a mechanism to connect structural holes in resources and fill information gaps and
creates opportunities. These opportunities exist in the structures, but they are
revealed only by the engraved action of the entrepreneurial agency. Therefore,
entrepreneurial creativity creates a link between economic and social fields. This
social link enables entrepreneurs to effectively exploit economic opportunities.

Therefore, according to the theory of imprinting, "[people's] action is strongly
embedded in the networks of interpersonal relationships’. Economic actors,
including entrepreneurs, do not “adhere slavishly to a script written for them by the
particular intersection of socio-cultural categories,” neither, do they behave “or
decide as atoms outside a social context”. In fact, “a fruitful analysis of any human
action”, the author’s emphasis, “requires us to avoid the atomization implicit in the
theoretical extremes of under- and over-socialized views.”



learn and develop customs, habits, and norms, which are followed mechanically and
automatically, regardless of their rational choice.

Therefore, the dual under-socialized and over-socialized conceptions of the issue
of entrepreneurship and entrepreneur is synonymous with the controversy over the
blind description of an elephant in the dark, where everyone touches it from
different angles and gives own views, refuting others is still standing. Therefore, the
explanation of this duality and the subsequent comparison of sociological and
economic approaches to the problem of entrepreneurship is the aim of this article.
This article is theoretical and includes in essence of these reflections. Therefore, the
point of departure of this article is to benefit from the new economic sociological
paradigm to go beyond the dual under- and over-socialized conceptions and to deal
with the path that flows between these two opposite poles to be able to understand
entrepreneurship as embedded in social and historical contexts.

FINDINGS

The theoretical failure of mainstream economics to explain entrepreneurship was
due to the overly simplistic assumptions of neoclassical economics. Especially about
perfect competition and static market equilibrium, this in turn, presupposes free
and complete information about markets and production processes. These
assumptions, which reduce the economic process to regular clockwork mechanisms,
neglect the necessity of the existence of expert people who carry out discovery and
coordination, progress, and attainable performance. As a result, over time there was
no place for the entrepreneur in economic theory. Despite the efforts of Richard
Cantillon to understand the role of entrepreneur in the economic phenomenon in
the 18th century; the entrepreneur disappeared from the scientific and academic
discussions until the 19th century.

Although the contribution of economists to the theory of entrepreneurship
cannot be ignored; it should be noted that these theories have not yet become
mainstream. And most of the entrepreneurship researches that have been done in
different countries could not pay attention to social contexts and levels. Researchers
who have conducted studies in this field, instead of paying attention to the
differences in fields, levels, and social structure, have mainly dealt with individual
differences of entrepreneurs in different countries. This is the less socialized
perception of economists that was described in this section. Based on these
perceptions, one of the concepts that economists are interested in is action based on
profit maximization. In the literature related to this topic, the prevailing idea is that
the decision of economic actors is based on logical calculations and possible choices.
In this line of reasoning, activists are interpreted as selfish, independent, self-reliant,
and autonomous. In a sense they make decisions "in isolation from other factors".
These economic agencies, which are also logical, form the central core of the less

Scientific articles on entrepreneurship have increased dramatically in recent years.
However, the issue of entrepreneurship is still a puzzle and lacks a systematic and
clear definition, making the words ‘"entrepreneur’ and ‘entrepreneurship"
controversial among researchers. Many believe that all entrepreneurship theories
are somehow incorrect, contradictory, or incomplete and cannot be easily
summarized. Therefore, the answer to the question of why one person becomes an
entrepreneur and others do not is not simple at all.

The mainstream of economics, especially microeconomics and theoretical
structures, faced challenges in adapting entrepreneurship to their theories, leading
to ignoring entrepreneurs altogether. Underlying assumptions of neoclassical
mathematical models such as complete information, homogeneous products,
pricing, large numbers of anonymous buyers and sellers made the entrepreneur
redundant. Decision-making becomes merely a mechanical application of
mathematical rules for optimization, making it impossible to study the performance
of entrepreneurs in making certain types of decisions. The image that emerges from
this aspect of the entrepreneur will not reflect people who are deeply ingrained in
society and social contexts.

Therefore, reviewing the ups and downs of economic thought about the issue of
entrepreneurship reveals that the foundations and social structures have always
been ignored in the process of entrepreneurship. This is the under-socialized
conception of economists. The less-than-social and atomized perception of
economists does not allow a hypothesis that deals with the impact of social
structures and relations. But the problem does not end here; basically, the heavy
shadow of economics over issues has made sociological study in these areas difficult.
That is, not only economists have neglected to address the issue of
entrepreneurship, but their historical control over the economic fields of human has
prevented sociologists from addressing this issue as well. Therefore, the
contribution of sociology to the study of entrepreneurship and entrepreneurial
actions has been low and intermittent. In addition, a review of the few sociological
theories about entrepreneurship and entrepreneur shows the over-socialized
conceptions of sociologists.

Many
schools in contemporary Iran have embraced the idea of the teacher being the sole
source of knowledge, limiting students’ mobility and discouraging any form of
communication or interaction. This not only affects students' mood negatively but
also hampers their desire to acquire knowledge and develop their talents. To
address this, educational spaces should be designed to foster students' willingness,
hopefulness, and self-confidence, while also enhancing their communication skills
and participation in the learning process. The middle childhood period is a crucial
time for children to establish a strong foundation for learning, and their motivation
to continue learning often develops during this stage. Therefore, it is important to
create effective and participatory educational spaces. The criteria for evaluating
such spaces should include factors such as the level of student interaction, active
participation in learning, motivation, and the creation of a suitable context for
nurturing students' talents. The hypothesis of this study is that using a constructivist
approach based on social production theories of space can lead to specific types of
school environments where children's interactions and active participation in
learning are increased. Instead of traditional classroom designs, new functional
relationships can be explored, including public spaces, shared learning areas, and
common classes. It is essential to apply the constructivist teaching method in
conjunction with the endogenous teaching method, with the aim of creating a
suitable context for nurturing potential talents and facilitating continuous deep
learning experiences.

In this regard, to realize political development, its basic
concepts (dimensions of political development) should be distributed in an
appropriate, sufficient, and balanced manner in educational content, programs and
goals of education. The evidence of this research indicates that there is no such
thing and therefore the education system in Iran (secondary school education)
suffers from serious weaknesses in fulfilling its political functions and thus it cannot
play its valuable role well.

The components and identifiers proposed to measure the level of the dimensions of
political development with regard to assumptions and fundamental principles of
various theories related to political development and identifying the common
principles accepted by theoretical schools and pondering the opinions and works of
experts and previous researches have been taken into account in order to check the
validity and reliability with special precision and obsession. Therefore, it is
suggested that the dimensions, components and introduction that have not received
enough attention in analyzing programs, goals and textbooks should be included in
the best way possible to provide the necessary grounds and contexts for the
development of students' personality.

Due to the fact that in secondary school, education is student-centered and their
participation and activities are valued, it is suggested to provide the necessary
planning to create and provide the best possible environment for the growth of
political education of students in the form of practical programs and activities as
wells discussions in classrooms so that they get familiar with these topics in a
practical and tangible way and the ground for their participation is provided. Of
course, it should be noted that in such programs, maximum efficiency is provided
only when all the mentioned dimensions, components and representatives are
considered in a balanced way.

As mentioned, the analyzed goals, programs and textbooks did not have a
sufficient and balanced attention to all dimensions and components of political
development, therefore, besides the suggestion of including necessary amounts of
these dimensions and components in textbooks and programs, it is also suggested
that apart from practical training (in the form of programs such as student
councils), other educational programs in the form of films, video clips and
additional educational packages should be given to students for better and more
efficient study and hence, they can get on the path of education and develop their
interest in political development.

In a summary and based on frequencies obtained from
this research and data analysis, it can be concluded that: the textbooks in the field of
educating and learning humanities and the goal and special curricula in terms of creating
and cultivating the examined concepts and components for political development to
students have been inappropriate and very weak and therefore it can be said that they do not
provide the necessary ground for the political development of students. Also, studies showed
that even with this minimal attention, a logical trend was not followed while distributing the
components. This means that the authors of these textbooks and policymakers have not paid
special or targeted attention to the issue of political development whether in terms of
conceptualization or in terms of knowing the components mentioned in this study.
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
